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Keeping an accurate log as you make photos is the only way to compensate for proper exposure under a variety of conditions. This log sheet serves the purpose of a light meter for your camera. You should record the following things for each photo that you take.

Subject: Record color, value, and location (silver fence and red car in school parking lot, etc.

Lighting: Cloudy, overcast, partly sunny, full sun, direct sunlight, etc.

Lens: Wide angle (W) or Normal view (N).

Exposure: Exact length of exposure in seconds.

Assignment: The number of the assignment you are working on.

Comments: Overexposed, underexposed, poor composition, too much dead space, not close enough, etc.
